6. POSEJH  THIMS  Founder of the Latter Day Saint movement. His office is 

_ _ _ _ _ _   _ _ _ _ _   located on the third floor of the Kirtland Temple. 
  
7.   SHAER  JENBANIM  Author of several nineteenth century carpenter's manuals. 
 _ _ _ _ _   _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ Craftsmen applied many of his designs to the inside 

of the Kirtland Temple.   
 
8. RENEG   The original color of the Kirtland Temple doors.

9. HESOU FO EHT DORL The official name of the Kirtland Temple. This name is  
 _ _ _ _ _   _ _   _ _ _   _ _ _ _ painted above the center window near the Temple entrance. 
 

10. LBEL    A large instrument found in the tower of the temple.  
 _ _ _ _    Hint: this instrument is rung fifty times every Sunday  
     morning.
